
How to Assign a Designee
The sta�  member you designate must have their own Health Commerce System (HCS) account. In 
order to assign a designee, prescribers, pharmacists, and facility HCS coordinators will fi rst need to log 
into their HCS account.

Step 1: Log into your HCS account.

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Step 2: Open the PMP Application.

About the PMP Registry
The New York State Prescription Monitoring Program (PMP Registry) is an online monitoring program, providing practitioners 
with secure access to search a patient’s history of controlled substance prescriptions. It is available 24 hours a day, 7 days a 
week through the New York State Health Commerce System (HCS) at commerce.health.state.ny.us.

Prescribers MUST Check the PMP Registry. Every Time! It’s the Law!
In New York State, prescribers are legally required to consult the PMP Registry when writing prescriptions for Schedule II, III 
and IV controlled substances.1
